information systems and technologies" at NURE
and the "Master's Degree in Computer Systems.
Qualification - System Analyst" at RNU.

1. MAIN PROVISIONS

1.1. NURE Students participating in the program
under this Agreement shall be applicants for
higher education of the second (master's) level of
higher education in the NURE on educational-
scientific program "Information systems and
technologies" (hereinafter - Students).

1.2. Training of Students is carried out within the
framework of joint programs according to the
agreed curricula (Appendix 1).

2.5. Student enrollment in RNU takes place after
the Student has signed an agreement on training
and payment for studying in RNU (Annex 3).

2.6. RNU Student Admissions Coordinator sends
student approval letters to NURE Coordinator.

2.7. For the Students included to the letter of
admission, the Dean of the Faculty of Computer
Engineering and Management forms an order to
the Student study at RNU within the framework
of the program stipulated by the Agreement.

3.1. Training is carried out within the framework of
the educational and scientific program "Information
systems and technologies" in NURE and
"Computer systems" in RNU according to the
agreed curricula (Appendix 1).

3.2. The duration of participation in the academic
mobility programme complies with the
requirements of the current Regulations on the
Exercise of the Right to Academic Mobility at
NURE and shall not exceed 50% of the standard
period of study (up to 60 ECTS credits). The total
volume of the programme amounts to 120 ECTS
credits.

3.3. The results of semester assessments in the
disciplines studied by the Students at NURE in
accordance with Annex 1 shall be recognised by
RNU. The basis for such recognition shall be the
documents provided by the NURE coordinator
after the completion of each semester. Similarly,
the results of the studies completed at RNU may
be recognised at NURE.

3.4. The recognition of semester assessment
results shall be carried out by RNU and NURE
using the grade transfer system (Annex 3), as
agreed between the Parties.

3.5. The Student has the right to study disciplines
and to receive control of knowledge in RNU with
use of technologies of distance learning on the
materials prepared and provided by teachers from
RNU.

3.6. The completion of the educational training of
applicants is carried out through the defence of a
Master's qualification works (hereinafter - MQW)
at both institutions. Preparation of MQW in RNU
is carried out under the guidance of RNU
scientific supervisor, in compliance with the
requirements for content and design of work in
RNU, which are given in the methodological
materials (template and requirements for
registration of AR of the second (master's) level
of higher education in RNU posted on the website
https://rnu.lv/en/ in the section "Methodical
materials"), with submission of work in English,
including obligatory translation of the abstract
and keywords into 3 languages (English, Latvian,
Ukrainian), abstract (at least 15 pages) into the
Latvian language in accordance with the state
requirements of Latvia republic. RNU MQW is
secured in person or by using distance learning
technologies in the presence of an RNU
commission and / or involving a NURE
coordinator. The defense of the MQW at NURE
is carried out in person or using distance learning
technologies in the presence of the NURE
examination committee. The number and
personal composition of the members of the
examination committee, as well as the procedure
of its work, are determined by the regulatory
documents of NURE and RNU.

8. TERMS OF THE AGREEMENT

8.1. This Agreement shall enter into force upon
signature by the Parties for a period of 5 (five)
years (beginning of 2025/2026 academic year,
end of 2029/2030 academic year), with the
possibility of further extension, subject to written
notice to the party 30 days before the expiration
date of the Agreement.

RNU.

8.3. This Agreement may be amended and/or
supplemented only by written agreement of the
Parties, which is an integral part thereof.

8.4. At the request of either Party, the Agreement
may be terminated by written notice up to six
months prior to the date of termination by the
other Party. However, Students who are already
studying under the terms of this agreement will
continue to receive education under the agreed
educational programs until the termination of this
agreement between the Parties.

1.Documents required for admission of foreign nationals in RNU:

the foreign applicants who choose to study in the English language
shall submit a document issued by an international testing institution
certifying his/her knowledge of English.

Language skills shall be not lower than
B2 level according to ECP. The foreign applicants who acquired
secondary education in English do not have to submit the documents
certifying their knowledge of the study programme language.

2. The admission process is as follows:

the applicant fills out an application on
https://apply.isma.lv/en/ ;

the RNU Admissions Committee sends an invoice for payment of
the admission fee;

the applicant sends educational documents and a passport to the e-
mail specified in the letter;

RNU sends educational documents to the Academic Information
Center (AIC) for verification,;

after receiving the AIC decision, RNU prepares a study contract
and sends it to the applicant;
