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The US produces the most research supporting SDG3,
followed by China, the United Kingdom, Germany
and Italy. Eight of the 10 most prolific locations

are high income locations (accounting for more than
2.2 million publications); one is an upper-middle
income locations (China) and one is a lower-middle
income location (India). No low income locations
featured in the top 50.

Field-weighted citation impact is
an indicator of scholarly impact based
on the number of times the publication

was cited in other research. An FWCI
of above 1.0 indicates the impact is
above the normalised average
